The children have enjoyed the new layout of our classroom and have worked hard in their 

independent learning, writing pancake recipes, letters to people and making cards. In 

preparation for our textiles learning in DT, they have practised weaving and they appraised 

different cushions, thinking about patterns, colours and textures. In art, the children have 

been looking at paintings by the artist Wassily Kandinsky. 

In Maths, the children have been revisiting their addition and subtraction skills, playing lots 

of games involving counting on using dice (yr1) and adding 3 single digit numbers and 2 two-

digit numbers (yr2). 

The children had a 

go at drawing their own story map to remember the narrative and wrote a response to the 

text.
