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Our topic this week is Spring - Easter!

Activities/provision this week:

Easter Cards - The children made Easter cards to take home for their
families. They chose from a variety of easter craft materials to make
their own design.

Easter Egg Hunt - The children took part in an Easter egg hunt around
our pre-school outdoor space. We practised using prepositional language
to describe where the eggs were hidden e.g. under, on fop, next to.
Spring home corner - In our spring themed home corner the children
played with baskets, bunny ears, eggs, flowers, chicks etc. We looked at
recipes for hot cross buns and Easter Nesfts.

Easter playdough - Making Easter playdough creations using stamps,
cutters and baking trays.

Easter farm small world - Children played with the farm, animals and
eggs. We talked about what happens during springtime on a farm e.g.
lambing season.

Chick craft - Children decorated their own chick using different yellow
craft materials.

Decorating eggs - At the craft table the children decorated their own
easter eggs.



Chick fine motor challenge - Tray filled with pretend grass, mini chicks
and eggs. The children used tweezers or their fingers to place the chicks
inside the eggs.
